Under what conditions is a small passenger service driver permitted to deviate from the route most advantageous to the customer?
What is the maximum fare that a multiple hirer can be charged?

What route must a small passenger service driver use?

If a taxi driver wishes to arrange a multiple hire what must they do before accepting the second hire?

With what distance of a fully occupied taxi stand is it illegal for a small passenger service driver to stop?

If there is no lawful reason to refuse a fare does the driver of a small passenger service vehicle have to accept the fare offered?

Who may order a small passenger service vehicle driver to cease plying for hire if the driver is not clean and tidy and wearing clean and respectable clothes

If your vehicle has been fitted with a “TAXI” sign and a sign indicating the vehicle is available for hire when:

· Do the signs have to be lit?

· May they be removed?
Where must the driver be when their vehicle is on a stand?

What is the duty of the driver when the vehicle in front moves?

If you are not exempted from fare schedules, where do the have to be displayed in a small passenger service vehicle?

Who is responsible for making sure the taximeter is in good working order and registering the correct fare, as it accrues the charge for the hire of the vehicle?

When may a person smoke in a small passenger service vehicle?

If a hirer of a small passenger service vehicle requests a receipt, what must it show?

When may the meter be temporarily stopped?
When can a multiple hirer object to another passenger accompanying the multiple hirer/

For your own safety and security, who may you refuse to accept a hire from?

On completion of taxi hire, what must you do?

When must the face of a taxi sign be lit?

What does the certificate of loading for a small passenger service vehicle indicate?

Who can passengers complain to?

Who are the only persons, other than the driver and the hirer, permitted to ride in a passenger service vehicle?

Unless specially exempted and you are available for hire, does the driver identification card still have to be displayed?

How long is the driver identification card valid for?

What is the maximum period of driving permitted in a small passenger service vehicle used in a licensed service during any period of 24 hours?

What is the maximum permitted accumulated period of work time allowed for any transport service driver before a 24 hour off duty period is required?

What are the requirements for?

· The cleanliness of the vehicle?

· The cleanliness and conduct of the driver?

What is the maximum continuous period of driving permitted in any passenger service vehicle?
Where on the vehicle would be recorded the maximum number of passengers that may be carried on a small passenger vehicle?

When should the meter be set on a taxi vehicle?

Under what circumstances may small passenger service drivers cruise for hire in their small passenger service vehicles?

What is the maximum fare that a multiple hire can be charged?

May you charge any fare that is in excess of the fare charges registered with the Director of Land Transport NZ?

What passenger service vehicles can use designated stands?

When may any enforcement officer arrange, at the expense of the owner of a passenger service licence, the removal of any parked passenger service vehicle?

When asked the scale of fares chargeable by a prospective hirer of a taxi vehicle, what information do you have to give?
